Your Patio Outdoor Blind
should come with the
cords like this. If for any
reason it doesnt, you will
need to align cords as
per this diagram.

STEP ONE
1 Measure up from the mounting location
starting on the left side and make a mark .
(Diagram 1)

at the desired mounting location, then the
right side (Diag. 1).

2 Using a chalk line string, snap a level line
the width of the blind.

Mark holes on
cross beam
or wall

STEP TWO

1 Blind must be fixed to cross beam or wall.

2 Do not pull the blind tight when fixing, or
when using joiner, as it will expand and
contract with hot and cold weather.

3 Measure and drill holes in the headrail of
the blind.

4 To attach blind you need to measure and
drill holes into beam/wall in line with the
holes marked on the headrail.

5 Mark your beam/wall in accordance to
your measurement and drill holes.

6 Simply line up headrail holes on the cross
beam/wall with appropriate fixing bolts.
(Diag. 2)

WARNING. Do not roll the blind up when
wet. Dry completely before rolling up.

STEP THREE

1 Fix cleat to side post to tie back when
blind is rolled up.

2 Reduce movement of the blind by fixing
base anchor plate to appropriate position,
do this at end of the blind and secure
straps from strap adaptor to base anchor
plate. (Diag. 3)
